Number of Meals During Your Reserved Stay
The Disney Dining Plan includes one (1) Quick-Service Meal, one (1) 
Snack, and one (1) Table-Service Meal per person, per night of your 
reserved stay for everyone in the party ages 3 and over. The plan also 
includes one (1) Resort refillable drink mug per person, that is valid for 
the length of your stay (eligible for refills at Quick-Service locations 
only in your Disney Resort hotel).
Disney Dining Plan Pricing
The price of the Disney Dining Plan is $58.66 per night, per Guest ages 
10+ and $18.88 per night, per Guest ages 3-9.

Adding Disney Dining Plan to Your Reservation
e �Disney Dining Plan must be added to your reservation at least 48 hours 

prior to check-in. Members may add the Disney Dining Plan online at 
dvcmember.com to reservations at Disney Vacation Club Resorts made 
with Vacation Points, or call Member Services for reservations booked 
on cash or in the Disney Collection. Payment in full is due at the time of 
adding the Disney Dining Plan to your reservation. Disney Dining Plan 
cannot be added to your reservation within 48 hours of check-in.

Using Your Meals

Redeeming Your Meals
